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The purpose of the FL policy 

This policy outlines the teaching and learning of FL. All children in Key Stage 2 will have the opportunity to undertake FL throughout their time at Catforth Primary School. This will be so structured as to give a sound basis for further work. 

Intent
Learning a language enriches the curriculum, providing excitement, enjoyment and challenge for children and teachers, helping to create enthusiastic learners and to develop positive attitudes to language learning throughout life. The natural links between languages and other areas of the curriculum can enhance the overall teaching and learning experience. The skills, knowledge and understanding gained make a major contribution to the development of children's oracy and literacy and to their understanding of their own cultures and those of others. Language also lies at the heart of ideas about individual identity and community and learning another language can do a great deal to shape children's ideas in this critical area as well as giving them a new perspective on their own language.

Aims
Our aims of teaching FL are for children to: 

• foster an interest in learning another language;

 • become aware that language has a structure, and that this structure differs from one language to another;

 • develop speaking and listening skills.

 • gain enjoyment, pride and a sense of achievement; 

• explore and apply strategies to improve their learning;

 • explore their own cultural identities and those of others.
Curriculum and school organisation 
Key Stage 2
Pupils should be taught to: 

· listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding 

· explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words 

· engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help
· speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures 
· develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases
· present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences
· read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing 

· appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language 

· broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary 

· write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly 

· describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing Languages – key stage 2 3 

· understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.
Progression and Continuity 

Due to the introduction of the new language of German, the language will be phased in over the next four years so that each year group will be equipped with the knowledge of the language. 
Teaching and Learning 

At Catforth Primary School, we use a variety of teaching and learning styles in our FL lessons. Our principal aim is to develop children’s knowledge, skills, and understanding. Children will have the opportunity to support their work with a variety of resources. We will aim for a balance of whole class, group and independent learning. Wherever possible we encourage children to use and apply their learning in other areas of the curriculum across the timetable; ICT, PE and Music.
FL curriculum planning 
FL teaching became a statutory National Curriculum requirement for KS2 children from September 2014. We will use the KS2 Languages Framework as the basis for implementing the requirements of the programme of study for FL. 

 Lessons will be planned based on the Primary Languages scheme of work and these will, wherever possible, link with other areas of the curriculum, where links are obvious and relevant to language learning.
Assessment and Recording 
Teachers assess children’s work in FL in two phases. Children are to self-assess their work, based on success criteria relating to the learning objective for the lesson. Set pieces of work will be closely assessed by KM and marked accordingly. Assessments are based on the Progression Statements and Learning Objectives from the Key Stage 2 Framework for languages. These are divided into four main areas, by Year Group: Oracy, Literacy, reading, listening and additionally, Intercultural Understanding.
Monitoring and Review

The monitoring of the standards of children's work and of the quality of teaching in FL is the responsibility of the FL subject leader. The work of the subject leader also involves being informed about current developments in the subject, and providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school. The FL subject leader has specially-allocated, regular management time in order to monitor and review evidence of the children's work, undertake lesson observations and pupil interviews.  
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
