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1. Aims and objectives 

The aims of Art and Design are:

· To enable all children to have access to a varied range of high quality art experiences

· To provide an imaginative, innovative and co-ordinated art programme which will foster enthusiasm for art and design amongst all the children

· To foster an enjoyment and appreciation of the visual arts and a knowledge of artists, craftspeople and designers, through links with the local and wider multicultural community and see themselves as artists

· To stimulate children’s creativity and imagination by providing visual, tactile and sensory experience

· To help children explore the world at first hand, using all their senses and experimentation, and so gain knowledge and understanding of the world in which they live

· To develop children’s understanding of colour, form, texture, pattern and their ability to use materials and processes to communicate ideas, feelings and meanings

· To inspire confidence, value and pleasure in art

· To cultivate children’s aesthetic awareness and enable them to make informed judgements about art and become actively involved in shaping environments

· To teach children to express their own ideas, feelings, thoughts and experiences

· To develop children’s design capability

· To enhance children’s ability to value the contribution made by artists, craft workers and designers and respond critically and imaginatively to ideas, images and objects.

2. Curriculum
EYFS

There is an emphasis on creative work in the reception class as this is part of the Foundation Stage curriculum. This links the creative development of the children to the objectives set out in the Early Learning Goals, which underpin the curriculum planning for children aged three to five. The children’s learning includes art, music, dance, role-play and imaginative play. The range of experience encourages children to make connections between one area of learning and another and so extends their understanding.

Key Stage 1

During Key Stage 1, Art and Design is about expanding children’s creativity and imagination. This is achieved through providing art, craft and design activities relating to the children’s own identity and experiences, to natural and manufactured objects and materials with which they are familiar, and the locality in which they live.

· To use a range of materials creatively to design and make products: children will explore the visual, tactile and sensory qualities of materials and processes; children are taught the basics of using brushes, pencils and clay; non-conventional ways of painting should also be explored to investigate different effects, eg painting with twigs or cotton buds.
· To use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination: children will begin to understand and use colour, shape and space, pattern and texture to represent their own ideas and feelings.
· To think about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work: children will focus on the work of artists, craftspeople and designers by asking and answering questions, such as: ‘What is it like?’ ‘What do I think about it?’
· To develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space: children are taught the language of Art and different ways of using the same equipment. i.e. - which way to use their paper to the greatest effect. How to hold their brush to get the best results.

Key Stage 2

Children in KS2 are able to consolidate their learning by using techniques that they were shown in KS1.
· To create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas: children at KS2 have sketch books and are able to self-assess. They have to rate their own work and discuss through their books what they think was good and what they could improve.

· To improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay]: children are taught to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds of art, craft and design. They are also given the opportunity to be able to use a wide range of resources.
· To learn about great artists, architects and designers in history
3. Planning

Art and design is a foundation subject in the National Curriculum. At The Cathedral Catholic Primary School, Art is integrated within the Lancashire County Council thematic units. Within teachers’ planning there should be evidence that children are taught the basic skills necessary to develop/enhance their fine motor work; observation skills; completion of a wide range of drawing and painting activities; given opportunities to develop their own ideas in art using a variety of materials and tools; and shown different techniques they can use to develop their knowledge of the subject.

Our medium term plans give details of skills taught each term in relation to cross curricular planning. We plan the activities in art and design so that they build upon the prior learning of the children. While we give children of all abilities opportunity to develop their skills, knowledge and understanding, we also build planned progression into the scheme of work, so that there is an increasing challenge for the children as they move up through the school.

Daily planning follows the teaching and learning policy.
4. Resources

There are a wide range of resources to support the teaching of art and design across the school. All classes have a range of resources to support all their units of work kept in the classroom. Visits are planned to enhance learning and give hands on activity. People with an interest or expertise in a particular topic or area of art could be invited into school to work with the children. These might be parents, grandparents, other family members, neighbours or representatives of the local community.

5. Health and Safety
Any activities that pose a risk to the wellbeing of children will be subject to a risk assessment. This can be found in the Subject Leader File and an electronic copy is on the teacher’s network. This will need to be amended to be specific to the activities being undertaken prior to the activities.
6. Display

Children’s work should be displayed as appropriate (see display policy). On display there should be evidence of language used, stimulus used and links with artists.  Work can be shared in the wider area using the school website or Earwig.
7. Assessment and Recording

Assessment in Art will be about personal progress and development of skills involved, rather than how good a piece of work is. Children cannot be assessed by their ability to produce great art works (we are not all great artists).  School assessment is an integral part of the teaching process. Assessment is used to inform planning and to facilitate differentiation. The assessment of children’s work is on-going to ensure that understanding is being achieved and that progress is being made. Each child in KS2 has an art sketchbook which serves as a cumulative record of their work and is passed on to the next teacher at the end of each year. Children’s standards and achievements in Art in the Foundation Stage are assessed in line with the School’s EYFS Policy. 

8. Monitoring

This follows the monitoring timetable. Samples of children’s work are also collected. Planning scrutinies will be carried out to ensure that the teaching of skills is consistent with the KLIPS and NC2014. This will be further monitored through pupil interviews, sampling children’s work and monitoring walks through school. 
9.  Cross curricular

Opportunities are used to encourage children to use their creative knowledge over all areas. Art can help provide meaning to most other subjects within the curriculum. Art is a way of providing opportunities to develop fine-motor skills, observational skills, and concentration. Art can be linked to all other areas and gives a practical approach to learning. After-school Art Club is provided for children from selected year groups at different time through the year. Opportunities have been provided for children to exhibit their work in the community.

10. Inclusion

SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS:

Within Art, support is provided and, when required, tasks are differentiated to ensure all children achieve their full potential. Tools and resources must always be adapted appropriately for the user.

AGT PUPILS:

Pupils with above average ability are to benefit from a curriculum which offers challenge and opportunities for investigation in order to extend their skills and abilities across a wide range of media. 
· Pupils are systematically equipped with skills to make them more effective learners. 

· Many open-ended learning opportunities are provided to use these skills. 

· The school provides a very good range of opportunities (including after-school and outside school) to enrich, motivate and inspire its AGT pupils. 

· The school provides access to facilities (such as clubs) outside the normal school day and encourages AGT pupils to access opportunities for further study

Children who are AGT in art will:

· Demonstrate vivid imagination 

· Remember great detail 

· Draw a great variety of things and not just flowers, houses and people 

· Have a long attention span for art activities, including planning the composition of their work well 

· Are excited to try out different materials, media and techniques 

· Are keen observers of the world around them

· Set high standards and often re-work their creation to achieve these ends 

· Take art activities very seriously and derive great satisfaction from them – including showing interest in other children’s creations.
EAL PUPILS:

Pupils with English as Additional Language may need support:

· with specific language linked to skills or artists being studied

· practical modelling must be used to ensure EAL children understand the task and expectations

· feedback using modelling or language at a level accessible to them
PUPIL PREMIUM:

Pupils who are registered as receiving Pupil Premium funding can be supported in Art when opportunities they might not otherwise be able to access arise. For example:

· contributions for specific materials for Art projects

· educational visits (eg. art galleries)

· to fund parental support and recognition of their artwork (eg. Purchase of pictures from the Art Exhibition).
MOBILE PUPILS:

The school has a large number of children who enter at year groups other than Reception. These children are given full access to the Art curriculum and given the same opportunities as all other children. Teachers will need to be aware of ensuring any gaps in prior knowledge are filled.
11. Parents and Carers
· To be understanding and supportive of our aims in learning and teaching Art.

· To support the children with any art that they may undertake at home.  

· To help develop a child’s talent for art where necessary and value it as a subject.

· To encourage and praise their child’s efforts.

· To come into school and look at the art work that the children have created.
12. Role of the Subject Leader

The roles and responsibilities of the art and design subject leader are:

· To promote a confident, positive attitude towards learning and use of Art making it an enjoyable experience
· To monitor and evaluate the teaching of art and design
· To report to the Head Teacher and governors as requested
· To deliver CPD training to colleagues and to attend any relevant CPD training for Art subject leaders
· To create links with arts organisations and artists in the community
· To organise whole-school events and attend local cluster meetings and events

· To ensure resources remain well stocked
