Step 1: Initial Concerns

•concerns raised with 
SENDCO (Pupil Progress 
meetings, general 
discussions)

Step 2: Check

•Detailed assessment of 
the childs current 
strengths and needs 
using appropriate 
methods. 

•Ouality First teaching is 
in place and the 
teachers has tried and 
evidenced different 
adaptations and 
stratagies to meet the 
learners needs. 

Step 3: Gather

•Further info is gathered 
about the whole child 
(SENDCO, Parents, Child, 
Teachers) 

•All About Me / One Page 
Profile / Pupil Passport

Step 4: Intervention / 
Provisions

•Evidence based, 
pusposeful 
interventions are 
planned to address 
learners needs. 
(staffing, requency, 
timing, costs, expected 
outcomes, entry and 
exit data to measure 
impact)

•Details of interventions 
added to Edukey by 
class teacher

•parents informed of 
interventions in writing

•consider adding pupil 
to SEND Record or 
Monitoring Record 
(discussion with 
parents)

Step 5: Refer

•If child is added to the 
SEND Record parents 
MUST be in formed by 
letter 

•Individual Learning Plan 
and Pupil Passports 
written

•Consideration of 
whether further 
referrals need to be 
completed by SENDCO

Step 6: Implement

•Advice, adaptations, 
stratagies and support 
provided by SENDCO 
and specialist services 
are implemented. 

•Record of 
implementation on 
Edukey using Individual 
Support Plan

Step 7: SEN Support or 
Statutory Assessment 

•If implemented 
provision and support 
are working the child 
continues at SEN 
Support within school

•If provision and need 
requires statutory 
assessment SENDCO will 
contact the SENDO at 
the Local Authority to 
discuss the pupil 

Step 8: Statutory 
Assessment

•SENDCO and teacher 
to discuss Statutory 
Assessment with 
parents and begin 
process of requesting 
SA

•QFT and adaptations/ 
specialist advice 
continue to be 
followed. 

Step 9: Statutory 
Responsibilities

•Statutory procedures 
and responsibilities 
followed in 
collaboration with 
extrnal agencies, 
parents and the Local 
Authority.

Step 10: ECHP or SEN 
Support

•Following the EHCNA 
process, if and EHCP is 
issued statutory 
responsibilities in 
relation to 
implementation and 
monitoring of EHCP 
continues. 

•If advised to remain at 
SEN Support continue 
on APDR cycles and re-
request if significant 
changes occur
