	Links will be made with local primary schools and with specialist english secondary schools to enrich the reading and writing opportunities at The Cathedral Catholic Primary School. Parents, grandparents and carers are welcomed into school to listen to children read or help them to develop their writing skills. Our community is invited in to watch the children share their speaking and listening skills through class worship and end of term plays.
	Children will learn about the important role that the English language plays in many careers and will be confident in their ambitions. Children will have a good understanding of their abilities in reading, writing, speaking and listening and be positive about their abilities to achieve, demonstrating self-belief and self-worth. Potential stereotypes regarding gender are challenged with the subject being led and championed by female members of staff.
	The children will read, write, talk about and listen to words that may heighten their awareness of spirituality. This may relate to experiences at church or through RE or reflection and may link to other subjects in the curriculum.

	Communication and Language is a core area of learning in the EYFS. In addition, reading and writing are aspects within the prime area of literacy. By the end of the foundation stage the following criteria are expected to be met by most children.
Listening and attention
Children will listen attentively in a range of situations to stories and instructions responding appropriately.

Understanding

They will follow instructions and answer how and why questions in response to stories and events.
Speaking

Pupils will express themselves effectively using present and future forms when relaying information. They will develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events.
Reading

Children will read & understand simple sentences. They will use phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately. They will also read some common irregular words. 

Writing

Children will use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds. They will also write some common irregular words. They will write simple sentences which can be read by themselves and others. Some words will be spelt correctly & others will be phonetically plausible.
	The principal focus of English teaching in key stage 1 is to ensure that pupils are secure in the basics of speaking, listening, reading and writing. They will use spoken language to develop understanding as well as showing an ability to understand and articulate what they need to say. They will develop confidence in phonemic awareness throughout the key stage so that by the end of Year 2 children at the expected level will have completed all 6 phases of letters and sounds and be able to apply these phonemes and graphemes to their reading and writing. They will be able to read and write many common exception words and be familiar with both fiction and non-fiction books. They will have experienced a range of poetry and learned some by heart. They will have developed stamina for reading and writing and be secure with basic grammar such as capital letters, full stops, question and exclamation marks. Their writing will include some features of standard English and they will use conjunctions and expanded noun phrases. They will demonstrate a love of reading and an enthusiasm for books and stories.
	In lower key stage 2 the emphasis is on developing and extending the basic skills acquired at key stage 1. In reading, children will begin to use dictionaries to check meaning of unknown words. They will prepare poems and plays to perform, recognising a variety of forms of poetry. They will retrieve & record information from non-fiction books and show a developing ability to decode unfamiliar words. They will discuss words & phrases that capture the imagination and identify themes & conventions. In writing, children at the expected level will write in a consistently joined up style. They will plan writing based on familiar forms and create plots and simple settings. They will organise writing into paragraphs. They will proof read for spelling and punctuation errors and correct these. Writing will contain a range of grammatical forms including conjunctions, time connectives, speech punctuation, nouns and pronouns. 

Children will become more confident in speaking and listening skills and will participate activity in conversation and consider & evaluate different viewpoints.
	In upper key stage 2, pupils will develop the stamina and skills to write at length, with accurate spelling, punctuation and grammar. They will be secure spellers and understand and apply spelling rules to their writing. They will expand the range of their writing and the variety of the grammar they use. The writing they do will include narratives, explanations, descriptions, comparisons, summaries and evaluations: such writing will support them in rehearsing, understanding and consolidating what they have heard or read. Their writing will be in a consistent and fluent joined up style.
In reading, they will apply their knowledge of morphology and etymology when reading new words and will discuss a broad range of genres and texts. They will make recommendations to others and make comparisons within and across books. They will discuss and explain what they read, providing reasoned justifications for their views. They will take part in formal presentations and debates in class. They will speak using a suitable register and using appropriate language to articulate arguments, opinions and debates.
