	CURRICULUM OVERVIEW 


	Languages are only taught to the children in KS2.
Languages is a foundation subject in the National Curriculum. At The Cathedral Catholic Primary School, Language teaching is planned using the ‘Minimus, Starting Out in Latin’ resource by Barbara Bell. Within teachers’ planning there should be evidence that children are taught the basic skills necessary to:

· listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding

· explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words

· engage in conversations and ask and answer questions

· speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures

· when reading aloud, develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others are able to understand 

· read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing

· appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language

· broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material.

· describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing

· understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English
Our medium term plans give details of skills taught each term in relation to cross curricular planning. We plan the activities in Latin so that they build upon the prior learning of the children. While we give children of all abilities opportunity to develop their skills, knowledge and understanding, we also build planned progression into the scheme of work, so that there is an increasing challenge for the children as they move up through the school.

Daily planning follows the teaching and learning policy.
