foster enjoyment of all aspects of music.





Subject Vision


At The Cathedral Catholic Primary School, we ensure that pupils develop and practise musical skills and concepts in a progressive way. We encourage pupils to develop their ability to perform and compose with sensitivity and understanding. We promote hands-on experiences to enhance learning and allow pupils to engage in a wide range of music styles in order for them to develop their listening and appraisal skills. We promote knowledge and understanding of musical history, musical traditions and spiritual awareness. Children build-on and develop previously learnt knowledge, understanding and skills in each year group, ensuring good progression across school. The majority of pupils should be performing at year-group expectations with at least good progress being made in all classes.





Our curriculum is informed by the aims and guidance in the Model Music Curriculum. In Key Stage 2, provision is made for all pupils to have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument.
