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As mathematicians, we will continue to secure written calculation methods, particularly for multiplication and division. Following this, we will learn how to calculate with fractions, using the calculation skills we have mastered. Alongside our calculations work this term, we will secure reading the time, solving time problems and calculating the area of shapes.

English
As readers and writers, we will begin by studying the classic poem: The Highwayman. We will then read a classic story with a historical setting – A Christmas Carol. With a focus on using varied sentence starters and describing the setting, we will write our own chapter for the story which we will then develop into playscripts.
Music
We will continue to practise reading music notation and compose a melody on a glockenspiel in the context of jazz music.
Latin
As linguists we will practise and extend our previously learnt vocabulary.  We will learn more about the lives of the Romans who brought Latin to our country.



Design & Technology / Art
As designers, we will develop sewing skills to join fabrics to make a purse/bag capable of holding coin for a Viking. In art, we are learning how to use 2-point perspective in drawing. We will study Pugin’s architecture and use what we learn to help us draw parts of our Cathedral.
Computing
As computer scientists, we learn how to search for information in a database. Children will then contribute to a collaborative database before creating one of their own. 
PE
In PE, we will develop throwing and catching skills and strategies to use in rugby. In gymnastics, we will learn how to develop sequences which include balances with a partner.

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Science
As scientists, we will build on last half term’s learning about materials to find out about changing materials. We will consider how different changes can be reversible or irreversible and explore how to separate different materials using dissolving, evaporation and filtering.

History and Geography
As Historians, we will continue to look at The Anglo-Saxon and Viking struggle for The Kingdom of England. We will have a deeper look into Viking life and the lasting impact they had on Britain. In geography, we will use 6-figure grid references and compare different types of maps. We will also investigate land use in Lancaster city centre.
