	Starter:
Recap previous lesson.
Word shed- conflict. Come up with a class definition, synonyms, examples and non examples

Main:.
Discuss how christians feel about war/conflict overall. Link to prior learning, what children already know about Christianity and the way they believe they should live.
Read through the BBC bitesize article with the children. Discuss each quote from the bible and what this means. Create a bullet point list on the whiteboard of different beliefs of a christian about conflict based on these quotes. Children then choose one of the beliefs and show it in a piece of drama. It could be a piece on avoiding conflict or even just two christians discussing war.

Plenary:
Play the song ‘Battle Belongs’ by Phil Wickham. Children to discuss the questions on the slide and think about how the song links with the Christian beliefs.

	Knowledge LO:

Skills LO:
To identify how various groups have used religions for their own aims.


	Starter:
Brainstorm different ideas for what starts a conflict or war. What causes arguments with friends? Teachers? Parents?

Main:
Discuss that religion can be called a cause for some conflict. Why do the children think this could be? 
If they could make a difference and fight for change, what would they want to change? How would they justify it? 

Create some conflicts in the classroom based off of religious conflicts. Children to think about how they would respond to these conflicts, who is trying to get what? Give them a couple of minutes to try and resolve each one.

Conflict 1 - Jewish-Roman wars. 
3 children are ruling over the table. Other 3 children take over. The 3 original children want to take back control. 

Conflict 2 - Pakistan / India
Boys are in charge of choosing what lessons we have each afternoon. How do the girls feel?

Conflict 3- Crusades
Year 5’s have taken control of the class. Year 6’s want to reclaim their original class, but the new Year 5’s are refusing to leave. 

Look at the different examples of conflict and discuss. What are their thoughts about each one? Are they justified? Are they violent? What were the aims of each religion?

Discuss each of the conflicts in more detail using the questions on the slides to guide their discussions.
