EYFS Lunches

parentpay. If you think your child
might be entitled to free school
meals please let the office know.

If your child brings a packed lunch
please ensure that there are no nuts or
nut products (e.g peanut butter or
Nutella) as we are a nut-free school due
to children with severe allergies.

We have been delighted by how our Nursery graduates have begun their
Reception year. This week we have welcomed new children and their families
to Wren and Woodlark Reception classes and begun admitting our new
Nursery cohort into Sun class.

We have begun our topic work in Reception with ‘Me, Myself & I’ whilst in
Nursery it's ‘All About Me!’. This week Reception children have been
establishing their class routines, rules and expectations. In Sun Class we have
been learning Ebe names of our new friends.
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Next week Reception will be joning the whole school in focusing on the book
“Errol’s Garden” by Gillian Hibbs.

Nursery parents should have received a copy of the ‘All About Me’ booklets to
complete and return. Reception parents look out for information on ‘All About
Me’ boxes which we will send home next week. Let us know if you need a copy
of the information. Please bring these into school as you complete them. This
activity is a good way for us to learn more about your unique child.

Tracy (Sun), Jill (Wrens) and April (Woodlarks) will be at the gate on
alternate evenings so you can begin to get to know your child’s teacher.
Please be aware that it is not possible for us to have an extended conversation
whilst we are making sure that children are admitted or leave safely -
especially in these early weeks of the term when we are getting to know
our cohorts.
