1. Welcome, apologies for absence and register of pecuniary interests
The Clerk opened the meeting at 10.00am, welcoming all present.   Apologies were received and accepted from Kim Glynn, Akthar Hussain, Dan Wormald and Douglas Thackway.  There were no changes to the register of pecuniary interests and no declarations of interest in the agenda items.  

2. Organisation of the governing body 
a. Election process

The meeting had been called following the resignation of Jenny Lowe as chair.  The Head said that Dr Lowe had been a fantastic chair through the years but the headteacher completely understood her decision to stand down.  Jenny Lowe said that as there was a good mix of new and experienced governors she felt confident in the governing body’s future capacity.  Eddie Snooks said that he would be standing down as vice chair in order to clear the way for a new team.
The governing body agreed the process as set out in the agenda: 

Nominations are sought by the clerk for chair and vice chair. Governors may nominate yourself or another governor, either before or at the meeting, for either or both positions.  The election will be made by secret ballot at the meeting.  Please note that an employee of the school may not serve as chair and the term of office at Chisenhale is usually two years from the autumn term.  This is extended in this instance from 22 July 2013 to the first meeting of autumn term 2015.
b. Election of chair

Nominations had been sought before the meeting and two nominations had been received for Kathy Charlton and Deborah Handforth.  The Clerk asked whether there were any more nominations; there were none.  

All the governors present introduced themselves and Jean Thomas noted that it was her intention to retire from the governing body and chairing the resources committee in 2014. Kathy Charlton thanked governors for her nomination but did not wish to stand as chair.  She said she would be interested in chairing the School Improvement Committee.

There was therefore only one nomination for chair.  The governing body agreed by secret ballot to unanimously elect Deborah Handforth as its chair until the autumn term 2015.
c. Election of vice chair

Two nominations had been received ahead of the meeting for Dan Wormald and Douglas Thackway.  As neither was present to confirm their willingness to stand it was agreed to postpone the election until the autumn term when the Clerk would again seek nominations.  Eddie Snooks withdrew his resignation as vice chair.
d. National Governors Association: Code of Conduct
It was agreed to adopt the NGA Code of Conduct and those present signed the Code.
