Carbon licences
	
	5	These allow organisations to emit small amounts of greenhouse gases, and organisations can buy them from one another.

Carbon taxes 

	
	6	These reduce the greenhouse gases that are emitted by burning fuels. However, greenhouse gases are still emitted when the equipment they use – such as wind turbines – is made.
