Termly Topics May 2026


This term, the children will be finishing off the farm topic from last term, culminating with a visit to Court Fram for our 3-4 year old children. 

Our year 1 children are starting a topic about ‘Ourselves’. The children will be looking at care of self exercises, such as, brushing their teeth, hair and washing their faces. We will also be looking at our anatomy, learning about our bodies and how they work. We will also be looking at differences in our features and exploring how everyone is unique. 

The ‘ourselves’ topic leads nicely into an ‘All about me’ topic for year 1 midway through this term. This started over the Easter break with the children completing a flag activity and bringing in photographs from home to share with the other children. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]We have some lovely activities which revolve around their interests, likes and dislikes and things they like to do at home with their families. The children will also be singing lots of songs that compliment this topic too. 

The year 2 children, have been using our Montessori cultural materials during the afternoons this term. We began by learning about space, starting with ‘the big bang’ experiment – which is always a favourite. This led into space travel around the planets and exploring each one. 

We then focused in on the Earth and what it is made up of. The children helped to make their very own erupting volcano – using clay, bicarbonate of soda, vinegar, food colouring and washing up liquid. They got very excited as the bubbly lava erupted over the volcano model. 

The year 2 children will be continuing to explore our Montessori cultural material this term. Keep a look our on the website for photographs of this! 

Finally, the children will be covering a nutrition and healthy bodies topic towards the end of term. We have some wonderful resources to compliment this – including lots of cooking and trying new food combinations. 

This may be our shortest term – but it is certainly going to be a busy one, full of exploration.
