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We will identify and locate the spread of the British Empire throughout Queen Victoria’s reign. We will use maps to name and locate cities which spread during the Victorian era.

We will learn about the how Britain changed during the Victorian era and how land over time changed and how economic activity and trade developed.
History

We will be using timelines to understand the chronologically of when Queen Victoria became a Monarch in England. We will use sources to understand what Queen Victoria was like as a monarch and then compare this to Henry VIII. We will then study timelines to understand the chronologically of the industrial revolution in Britain and use a range of sources to understand what the living and working conditions were like in Britain before, during and after the revolution.
