Our flights were secret because we were not supposed to be flying over
Cambodia and Laos. Our job was to block the Ho Chi Minh Trail but we
never succeeded. The whole area was devastated by our bombs but
somehow the Trail was always there. The fall of Saigon was because large
numbers of tanks, artillery and missiles were delivered down the 5
indestructible Ho Chi Minh Trail.
