The governing body are delighted to confirm that funding for an expansion of the school to accommodate
rising numbers of pupils has been secured. The school’s continuing popularity has seen growing numbers of
pupils applying for a place in Year 7 and this funding commitment means that all parents and carers of our
partner primary school pupils who applied last autumn for a place in September 2022 have been successful.
