Be in it to win it!                 
The importance of attendance..

The single biggest favour you can do for your child is 
to send them to school EVERY day, on TIME!

Well, my child’s got a 90% attendance 
record – that seems pretty good to me!

90% attendance means that your child is missing 
half a day of lessons every week!

In a single year this would mean your child has 
missed four whole weeks.

Over 5 years it means that your child has missed 
half a school year or one and a half terms!

You don’t have to be an expert in any of the 
subjects to make a real difference.
