We are excited to be able to welcome all our children back into school.  

 
Please talk to you children, reassure and encourage them not to worry about 

returning to school.

Staff will continue the thorough cleaning of equipment and classroom areas after 

each session, children will be encouraged to use tissues supplied and to wash hands 

regularly. They will be provided with their own equipment and any reading books / library 

books coming home will have been removed from circulation for up to 72 hours and the 

covers cleaned with antibacterial wipes. Children do need appropriate footwear for 

outdoor learning; these can remain in school.
