Life in Kurigram is a daily 

challenge with the surrounding rivers 

flooding their lands and ruining crops 

which is a main source of income and food 

to feed the families. 

With our support, Action Aid are implementing 

a range of projects to improve life for families 

such as Alma’s, for example improving flood 

defences and developing alternative ways to 

earn a living. Our school council have been busy over the last couple 

of weeks discussing possible fundraising ideas for us to continue to 

offer support to Alma.
