Did you know…?

90% attendance means that your child misses on average:

· One half day every week

· Nearly four weeks every school year

· Over one school year in a school career

What we expect from pupils:

· Have a positive attitude about coming to school.

· Be willing to learn.

· Arrive at school on time.

What we expect from parents/carers:

· Get your child(ren) to school on time every day.

· Don’t let your child stay off for a minor ailment.

· You must let us know a reason for your child’s absence before 9.30am on the first day your child will be absent from school

· Keep the school updated if your child is going to be off for more than one day.

· Try to make all appointments (for doctor, dentist, optician etc.) outside of school hours. Please try to bring your child into school for part of the day if possible, each day has two sessions to count for absences – morning and afternoon
· For all appointments you must show office staff proof of appointment letters or text so pupil absence records can be updated accordingly.

Make sure your child understands the benefits of regular attendance at school
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There are only 190 school days in a year.
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
