Books in EYFS
In Nursery and Reception all children have a Learning Journey. We encourage children to make choices based on their own interests. Photographs with accompanying observations, individual observations and the children’s work are included in these books.
Reception children also have a Maths/Literacy book which contains adult directed tasks.

All EYFS classes us a whole class RE Book.
All annotations/photographs etc. are put in the children’s books during Re-wind time on Friday afternoons with the child’s key worker.

Annotations in Books
Annotations should always be:

· Positive

· Factual

· Related to the Development Matters statements

· Used to inform the Next Steps
· Dated

· Written in black pen

· Include a Next Step where appropriate
Green Pen
During rewind time children’s own observations (child’s voice) are recorded in Green Pen. Next steps worked upon are dated and recorded by the child’s key worker.
These ‘green pen’ rewind time discussions are also used to inform the children’s Next Steps.

Home/School Book

Parents are given training on how to write observations and encouraged to do so in a similar format (photographs with factual observations). These also inform the child’s assessment and formulating Next Steps.
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
