This year the children will receive .one phonics
lessons every day.

During
phonic sessions we will also focus .on tricky
waords, high frequency words and spelling.

In Year One children will be taught new phase 5
graophemes following Red Rose phonic scheme. At
the heginning of year one we will he
recapping sounds from previous phases to ensure
all  children .are confident in  their phonic
