	Daily – Morning song and weather song. Staff to focus on their use of language at all times and model key vocabulary in all areas. Children to be encouraged to repeat choices at snack time through the use of gestures, symbols and words if appropriate. Use of Widgit symbols and objects of reference used around the classroom to ensure that the children become familiar. Rhyme time, 1:1 reading and class story time at snack times.
Recognising ourselves and who is in our family- share photos of chn as a baby, photos of their family members, photos of their favourite toy etc.

Role play – using familiar language in a home/family setting.

Feelings linked to characters in stories/Emotion words.
List words/select pictures/symbols to describe ourselves

Talking about healthy/unhealthy foods, how to look after ourselves (washing, brushing teeth)?

Mark making in different media alongside fine and gross motor activities such as dough disco and Squiggle While You Wiggle. Identifying and forming letters in your name in different media – sand, paint, chalk, glitter, foam.

	Overview - Self-Identity- name recognition/picture recognition of self (have pictures of chn in role play area) eye/hair colour, hair type, height, sizes of feet/hands, emotions. 
Health and self- care – focusing on recognising their own belongings e.g. getting their own coat etc. 

Healthy eating linked to Harvest 

Celebrating difference- ensure that contributions, achievements and accomplishments are acknowledged and celebrated throughout the year for people from all different cultures and backgrounds.  
Not taught as a separate subject in the Early Years; however, there is emphasise on staff encouraging these skills - making relationships, self-confidence and self-awareness and managing feelings and behaviour.  
Daily opportunities to develop social development, independence and organisational skills through PECS, TEACCH and continuous provision. Taking turns during activities. Develop their decision-making and show an increase awareness of taking turns at activities. Encourage independence during class day and to be able to follow routines such as bell at breaktime etc.

Feelings recognition using character and staff faces to demonstrate feelings on a 1:1 basis. 
Turn taking activities with a peer with support from a familiar adult.
Makaton specific vocabulary in sign time – feelings

Emotions – Can the children identify key emotions such as happy, sad and angry – this will support the children on their understanding of their own emotions and self regulation. 
	Symbols and pictures to support recognition of their own belongings.

Bells

Using baby dolls and clothing to give chn the opportunity to put clothes on appropriate parts of bodies?

Using sponges to wash babies in the tuff tray to give the children the opportunity to explore. 


	Physical Development
	Linked to PE Passport and each individual child’s physical profile.
	PE – weekly in small groups – focusing on music and movement using Sticky Kids and other movement songs to develop our children’s understanding of aspects of their own bodies.
Sensory processing—sensory circuits, wake and shake and outdoor equipment (bikes, scooters, trampette).

	Nature walks and exploration of changes such as leaves and trees.
Each week, we will be focusing on looking at a different type of change particularly changes in the natural environment such as leaves, jumping in puddles etc. 

Link to changes in weather, seasons, light and dark etc alongside key events such as Bonfire Night and Diwali.
