Dear Parents/Guardians,

The children in years 5 and 6 will be participating in a cricket festival, run by Jon Gibson. Jon is going to come into school to provide them with some extra coaching in preparation for this.
On Tuesday 5th July we are taking the whole school on a trip to Lowther Castle - they will explore the ruins and the grounds and have great fun on the huge adventure playground, as well as having a picnic lunch. More details will follow in a separate letter.
We will be celebrating ‘World Music Day’ in school on Friday 8th July. The children will enjoy a variety of musical activities throughout the day.

The Year 6 leavers’ trip out is on Wednesday 13th July; this is still a surprise for them so I won’t spoil it.
