The principle aim of the school
was to help meet the need for additional high-quality secondary places in the Derby
area. The school has had a successful start and is currently over-subscribed for every year
group. We have welcomed an additional year group every year until reaching capacity in
September 2024 including a sixth form provision which opened in September 2023.

all of our students both academically and socially no matter what their starting point.

As a school based on Christian values, we celebrate the diversity in our city and welcome
students of all faiths and none.
