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Mr. Cave’s weekly message:

One of the aspects of our school life that we hold to
firmly is the importance of good manners. We talk
about genuine mutual respect between everyone in
the building, an attitude to gratitude to those who
teach us, feed us and support us through the day,
and how being WWF is the fuel we need to energise
d throughout the day. We don't just tell students they
should be polite- we aim to teach them how.

Whether that's reinforcing the basic manners that parents taught them from a young
age, or exploring how our verbal and non-verbal communication speaks volumes to the
people we engage with each day, by using STEPS as our basis for positive
communication, we enable our students to interact effectively.

And in this we always aim to coach before we consequence, so students can practise
these skills and demonstrate them well over time. We love hearing about how polite our
students are, or how even some of our phrases have made their way into family homes
too! Showing that level of politeness & respect is crucial to a healthy school culture-
respect isn't earned, but is rather always given in all circumstances to all people.

Uniform & Equipment

As the end of term approaches we want to point families to our uniform expectations,
ready for the New Year. We've seen some students switch from skirts to trousers in
recent weeks, and whilst we welcome this we do ask that you ensure trousers are
‘tailored, not of a legging-like material or flared. Do not get your child a piercing over the
Christmas break that they will simply have to remove come January 6th- we do not
permit retainers in these circumstances. When students return in 2026, there should be
full uniform correctly worn by all students- all lost ties replaced, all footwear correct and
all equipment also ready to support their learning. As always, if you do require any
support around this from a financial perspective, then do please get in touch- we will
discreetly work to support you in this.
