As part of our drive to reduce health inequalities across the borough, we 
have launched a new ActiveLife referral programme, which offers 12-
weeks of subsidised activity and support across seven referral pathways. A three month membership at Jubilee 2, which 
would normally cost £96, has been reduced to just £32.05 for the majority of borough residents accessing the ActiveLife 
programme. For those living in areas of the borough with the greatest health inequalities, the programme will be free of 
charge. To access the ActiveLife Referral programme free of charge individuals must live within certain postcodes Active-
