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- Talk with others to solve conflicts. Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ or ‘worried’.
-Understand gradually how others might be feeling.
-Build constructive and respectful relationships.
-Express their feelings and consider the feelings of others.
-Identify and moderate their own feelings socially and emotionally.
 

UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD
 - Explore the natural world around them.
 - Describe what they see, hear and feel whilst outside.
- To be able to talk about and share important events in their lives.
- To know the story of Christmas.
-To take turns using simple on-screen computer activities and operate them correctly.
- Recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.
 - To learn about different celebrations e.g Firework night, Birthdays, Christmas and how people celebrate.
- Understand the effect of changing seasons on the natural world around them.

COMMUNICATION and LANGUAGE
- Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important.
- Learn new vocabulary.
- Use new vocabulary through the day.
- Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them.
- Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences.
- Engage in storytimes
- Develop social phrases
- Listen carefully to rhymes and songs, paying attention to how they sound.
- Learn rhymes, poems and songs
- Children link language development and oral storytelling by reading and writing story maps following 3 stages known as imitation, innovation and independent application. This is called Talk for Writing
-Children change learning partners weekly and are taught specific Oracy talk roles, such as turn taking, listening and feedback. They are encouraged to pick apart ideas, thinking and talking together for learning. 
- Learn how to orally present their own or prewritten text at a pitch and pace that others can access.

Literacy
-To explore mark making and early writing adding meaning to marks through a range of activities and media.
- Spell simple cvc words by identifying sounds and writing sounds with letters.
-To form lower case letters correctly.
- Learn to write short captions such as a big cat or the end
-Learn to spell common exception words (wizard words) such as: I, the, go, no. Watch out for the word wizard! 
-Teachers read daily to all children, and use bug club to read big books together as a class. Re-reading is encouraged and enjoyed building confidence, comprehension and fluency. 
-Children are taught to ask questions and to know what the differences between a question and a statement are.

NURSERY RHYMES AND CELEBRATIONS!

MATHEMATICS
-To use the language of ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’ and ‘an equal number’ to compare sets of objects.
-To develop their understanding of cardinality – that the last number in the count tells us ‘how many’ things there are altogether.
-To practise their 1:1 correspondence skills.
To explore ways to represent numbers to 5.
-To explore composition and the concept of ‘wholes’ and ‘parts’.
-To recognise that numbers can be made by combining parts in different ways.
-To understand that spatial arrangements that can be made with different combinations of the same number of objects.
-To link quantities to 5 with their corresponding number.
-To explore verbal counting to larger numbers. 
-To continue, copy and create repeating shape patterns.

EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN

- Learn how to manipulate playdough to create different shapes.
- To explore pattern and colour and a range of different media.
- To move imaginatively to music.
- Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.
- To begin to be able to express opinions about pieces of art. 
-To perform nursery rhymes to an audience.
- To act in role as a nursery rhyme character.
 - Explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings. 
-Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them. 
-Create collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills.

PHYSICAL
- Further develop the skills they need to manage the school day successfully: • lining up and queuing • mealtimes

- Develop their fine motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons.
