Personal, Social and Emotional Development:


 ‘Feeling Good, Feeling Safe’. We will be supporting children in recognising their feelings, understanding safety, and knowing how to seek help when needed.


Loss and bereavement: 


We will be talking about how we can remember someone even when they’re not there and how to make ourselves feel better if we are sad and missing someone.





Understanding of the world:


ELG: The Natural World:


- Observe and understand changes 


in the natural world (including exploring the pond).


- Plant and care for seeds and flowers (vegetables, bedding flowers, hedgerow). 


- Learn about and observe plant lifecycles including looking after caterpillar’s and releasing butterflies.


- Observational drawings of plants, flowers and fruit/veg growing


ELG: People, Culture and Communities and Past and Present:


RE – Where do we belong?


-Exploring stories from Christianity, Hinduism, Islam and Humanism.


- Exploring what makes us feel special and how we know that we are loved and cared for.














Literacy 


Phonics: (ELGs Word Reading and Writing)


Children are reading words containing short vowels, as well as compound words eg sunflower and root words eg jumping. We are revising tricky words and learning new tricky words. 


Learning to write for a variety of purposes; (e.g. writing own story sentence/story, retelling parts of familiar stories, labelling pictures, instructions, role play props, independent writing in the environment. Writing may be both topic related and following individual interests.


-Develop use of word spaces, and some punctuation in own writing.


-learning to apply the correct letter formation when writing words as well as through handwriting lessons. 


- Read back their writing as they write to check for sense and remember what comes next.


ELG: Comprehension:


- Retelling familiar stories using learned vocabulary and language patterns (The Enormous Turnip). Using expression when imitating, innovating and inventing stories. 


-Listen to and enjoy a range of stories based on the topic theme, anticipating key events and talking about characters. 








This document outlines the curriculum coverage intended for the half term.  Due to the way the curriculum is mapped out over the year there may be specific subjects that are not focused upon in a particular topic.  The topic guide may be amended at times to reflect changing needs and circumstances and capitalise on the educational potential of unforeseen special events and ‘one offs’. 





Communication and Language (developed through whole class, group and 1:1 discussions and independent learning)


ELG: Listening, attention and understanding: 


-Listen attentively and respond to learning about growth and lifecycles throughout our topic (e.g. talking about what they notice, having ideas and asking questions in one to one, small and larger group discussions). Building competency in guiding and managing interactions eg turn taking, considering and building on views of others. 


ELG: Speaking: 


-Build a range of vocabulary based around stories, fact finding and conversations throughout our ready, steady, grow topic.


-Retelling familiar stories (The Enormous Turnip) and building awareness of tonal variation and clarity, IE storytelling voices.  


-Use past, present and future tenses and conjunctions to talk about plant growth and other experiences.











Maths: ELGs Number and Numerical Patterns


Mathematics


To review the composition of numbers 5 to 9 and recognise 6 onwards as ‘5 and a bit’


To explore ways in which 10 can be composed of two parts (‘number bonds’)


To review ordinality and consider where numbers to 10 are in relation to each other.


To use the language of ‘more than’ ‘fewer’ than and ‘equal’ to describe the relationships between numbers.


To subitise (recognise quantities without counting)


To use a ‘rekenrek’ to practise key skills such as:


counting with 1:1 correspondence,


knowing number names and the cardinal principle (that the last number counted gives the total in the set), 


Understanding that the quantity remains the same when (up to 10) objects are counted in a different order


Developing counting strategies and recognising the pattern of the counting system, when beginning to count beyond 20.
