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Unit Cycle for Science: The majority of lessons will include a practical element where children have the opportunity to investigate for themselves.
Subject specific vocabulary will be taught and used within tasks and discussions.

Key learning will be displayed on a working wall.   
Children will have many opportunities to work collaboratively and talk about their learning.
