They thought the
Britons were weak and easy to beat without the Romans around.

Many Anglo-Saxons came peacefully, to find land to farm. Their homelands
in Scandinavia often flooded so it was tough to grow enough food back
there.

They brought tools,
weapons and farm animals with them and built villages with new homes.
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
