[image: ]  Beach
An area of sand or stones next to the ocean
[image: ]  Ocean
Big body of salty water
[image: ]     Sea
A body of salt water not as large as an ocean, often surrounded by land.
[image: ]   Weather
The daily state of the atmosphere, or air, in any given place.
[image: ] Season
Seasons are four different times during the year with different types of weather.
[image: ]  Town 
A built-up area with a name, defined boundaries, and local government, that is larger than a village and generally smaller than a city.
[image: ]  Map
A diagrammatic representation of an area of land or sea showing physical features, cities, roads, etc.
[image: ] River
A large natural stream of water flowing in a channel to the sea, a lake, or another river.
[image: ] Canal
An artificial waterway constructed to allow the passage of boats or ships inland or to convey water for irrigation.
[image: ]  Hill
a naturally raised area of land, not as high or craggy as a mountain.
[image: ]  Valley
a low area of land between hills or mountains, typically with a river or stream flowing through it.

a large natural elevation of the earth's surface rising abruptly from the surrounding level; a large steep hill.

· Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a non-European country.
· Identify seasonal/daily weather patterns in the UK and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the equator and the North and South poles. 
· Use basic Geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features (inc – beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season, weather) and human features (inc city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour, shop) of a contrasting non-European country.
· Use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features: devise a simple map; and use and construct basic symbols in a key.
