Dear Parents and Carers, 

Welcome to the Term 6. We hope you had an enjoyable half term and ready to start a busy but fun last term. Please read the information below as it contains important dates and information for you. 


English:
This term, English will be focused around two books: Look Up by Nathan Bryan and Dragon Post by Emma Yarlett.   The books are available on many online resources, such as YouTube, and there are also copies in the Swindon libraries if you would like to read it with your child to familiarise them with the story and its characters. This is not compulsory but would benefit your child if you are able to do so.
 

Reading:
Please continue to read with your child at home as the children are doing so well with their reading. As always, the reading book your child brings home is predicted based on their phonics assessments. These assessments are carried out at the end of every term. 


Phonics Screener:
This term the Phonics Screener will take place 2nd week into the term (w/c 8th – 11th June ’26.). This is a national screen that takes place for all Year 1 children and it is done within school time. The children have taken part is practice papers to get them ready for the real test. Please continue with what you are doing at home as the children are making progress and their confidence is growing.


Science:
In Science our focus is ‘Seasonal Changes. We will be looking the season “Summer” and how it is different from the other season. We will focus on temperatures, sunlight and shadows. We are going to go on a wellie walk on Thursday 25th June 9am-11:30am. This will be focusing on the environment changes we can see and compare to other seasons.  Please can the children bring a teddy as we will have a little Teddy Bears Picnic and enjoy a snack together on the grass. If you would like to volunteer your time, please speak to your child’s class teacher.










PSHE:
In Term Six, as part the PSHE Jigsaw curriculum, Year One will be learning about the topic Changing Me. This will involve the children to learn about life cycles, talking about how they have changed as they have got older, talking about how boy’s and girl’s bodies are different and using the correct names for private body parts and also sharing experiences of change in their life [for example, starting school or moving house].



PE: 
PE is on a Monday Morning. Now we are in summer, we will be doing the majority of PE outside. Please ensure your child’s PE kit is suitable for the weather (short, plain white top and black shorts). Children should not be in football kits or any other clothing apart from what is stated above. 


Swimming:
This term we have a fantastic opportunity to take part in swimming lessons. For Year 1, our lessons are across the week and not on 1 specific day. Please ensure your child brings their swimming kits in on Mondays. Once the children have had their lesson, they will bring their swimming kit home to be washed. It is vital that the children have the correct items: Swimming costume/trunks, a towel (big enough to cover their bodies), swimming hat and flip flops or sandals. 

PLEASE ensure you have paid for this on ArborPay.


Teeth brushing:
Starting in this term, we are looking at oral hygiene and how to brush our teeth. Information was sent home to you in Term 5 to gain your consent. Children will have their own toothbrushes where they will be hygienically stored and cleaned.



As the weather is getting warmer, please make sure your child is coming to school with a bottle of water (not boiling water) and a sunhat that is labelled. Do not put your children in layers, the school will be warm in the classrooms.
