Dear Parents and Carers,

We all had a great start to Year One filled with lots of fun, laughter and learning and we hope that this continues through Term Two. As a teaching team we would like to reassure you that your child has settled in well to Year One and has adapted well to their new surroundings, routines and curriculum. 

[bookmark: _Int_IYvecgsq]This term your child’s English and Writing sessions at school will be centred around two fantastic stories ‘Bog baby’ and ‘Zog’. These books are available on many online resources such as YouTube, and there are also copies in the library for your child to familiarise themselves with the story and its characters. This is not compulsory, but it would benefit your child if you were able to do so. Our Reading and Writing will continue to build on skills taught in Reception. These will link heavily to Phonics. Towards the end of Term One, your child started to write simple sentences linked to the stories we read. They used capital letters, finger spaces, full stops and adjectives in their writing.  These skills will also be revisited this term. 

In Science this term our focus will be ‘Animals including humans’ where our focus will be on the body. History will be based around ‘Crowns and Castles’. We will be learning all about what life was like living in a castle with an exciting trip to Warwick Castle to immerse the children in their learning. As part of your child’s Design and Technology curriculum they will design and create a textile puppet. 

Homework/Reading Books 
Please can we remind you that Reading books will be sent home every FRIDAY and books must be returned on WEDNESDAY. It is vital that this happens so that we can rotate the books to other children. If your child does not return their homework packs along with their reading book, a new book will not be able to go home. Please be mindful if your child’s reading book is lost, you will be charged £5 for a new book.
PE Information
PE will take place every Monday morning.
Please ensure your child brings in their named PE kit during the first week of school. Kits will stay in school and be sent home at the end of each term for washing.
We also recommend that your child brings in a clearly labelled bottle of water, which will be kept in the classroom, so that they always have access to a drink.
