Dear Parents and Carers,

Welcome to Term 2! We have an exciting and enriching term ahead, with plenty of engaging learning opportunities for the children.

In history, our focus will be on World War II. The children will learn about key events, the impact of the war on different countries, and the experiences of those who lived through it. This will give them a deep understanding of the historical significance of the war and its lasting effects on the world.

For our writing sessions, we’ll be using The Snow Queen as a source of inspiration. The children will write both fiction and non-fiction texts, focusing on creating alternative endings to the story and crafting persuasive writing pieces. These activities will allow them to develop their creativity, critical thinking, and argumentative writing skills, helping them to express their ideas effectively.

In science, we’re moving on to a fascinating biology topic: Living Things and Their Habitats. The students will explore various ecosystems, learn about classification of species, and understand how living organisms adapt to their environments. We will also be investigating life cycles and how habitats support different types of life.

We will continue to build on Year 6 writing skills across a range of fiction and non-fiction genres. This will include persuasive writing and narrative storytelling, helping the children to become confident and versatile writers. Our reading comprehension activities will involve a wide range of extracts to develop critical thinking and analysis skills.

In Religious Education (RE), our focus this term is on Christianity. The children will explore key beliefs, practices, and traditions, gaining insight into the role Christianity plays in many cultures around the world.
