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Mathematics: Daily mathematics lesson 
(Y1 & Y2 National Curriculum Objectives)
Red Rose maths 
This term we will focus on multiplication and division, money and mass, volume and capacity. In spring 2, we shall explore length, time, position and direction. The children will continue to use our maths characters to further develop their reasoning skills and engage in daily maths mastery sessions and early bird maths.
