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The children will be learning about planting seeds and bulbs and how to take care of them. They will look at life cycles of a butterfly and even grown caterpillars in class to observe them grow and change. We will be exploring minibeasts in the outside areas and complete drawings of them.

Mathematics: 
Daily mathematics lesson 
Using Red Rose maths the children will be consolidating their understanding of numbers to, adding one more/less, halving and completing problem solving activities for this real life problems. They will be introduced to teen numbers. 
Physical development

The children will be completing Forest school with Miss Power and Mrs Worden and PE with Mr Allen on alternate weeks, 
The children will also be accessing the outdoors and fine motor activities on a daily basis.
