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Sharing information Pupils will develop their understanding of computer systems and how information is transferred between systems and devices. Learners will also take part in a collaborative online project with other class members and develop their skills in working together online.
Vector Drawings Learners start to create vector drawings. They learn how to use different drawing tools to help them create images. Learners recognise that images in vector drawings are created using shapes and lines, and each individual element in the drawing is called an object. 



 

Art:
Painting: We will be learning about a local artist. David Pott, and the skills he used to create his masterpieces with the end goal being replicating his masterpieces using similar materials and techniques. We will develop the children’s skills in the use of acrylic paints.

RE: Focus Question Where can we find guidance about how to live our lives?
Autumn 1: Christianity-   Why is it sometimes difficult to do the right thing?  Sin and forgiveness.
Autumn 2: Islam - Why is the Qur’an important to Muslims?


Geography:  
Focus: Agriculture and Trade
We will look at different countries, their climates and their natural resources. We will relate this to agriculture and trade and look at causality in exports and imports.
History:  
Focus: World Ward II
We will focus on civilisation and society and how the events of World War II affected society in Britain.


DT: Food
We will be making seasonal soups in the Autumn term. Pupils will taste a variety of vegetables and proteins and decide what combination of ingredients they would like to include in their soups. They will evaluate their outcomes by tasting!

Science: 
Living things and their habitats: Pupils will learn about the life-cycles of plants and animals through research and observation. We will grow our own plants and see how they thrive.
