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Skills: The children will taste test different hot sandwiches and look at healthy eating.

Focus: The Internet

The children will look at networks, the World Wide Web (access and ownership of content).

Focus: Audio Editing

In this unit, learners will initially examine devices capable of recording digital audio, which will include identifying the input device (microphone) and output devices (speaker or headphones).

Geography – Volcanoes
Focus: The children will look at the location of volcanoes and why they are where they are. They will explore how they are made.
History – Rotten Romans
Focus: The children will look at what life was like in Roman times. They will look at significant dates and individuals that shaped the Roman Empire.
