· Mix and use tints and shades
	· Plan a design in a sketchbook and execute it. 

· Use a technique as a basis for stitch embroidery.

· Apply decoration using needle and thread: 
buttons, sequins. 

· Use sketchbooks to collect and record visual

 To record textile explorations and experimentations as well as try out ideas.
