	· Differentiation & General Support Strategies

· Planning emphasises what children will learn based on an assessment of what the child already knows, understands and can do.

· Personalised and differentiated teaching, including questioning.  

· Teachers draw on a variety of teaching styles and approaches (open and closed tasks, visual, auditory or kinaesthetic learning) matched to the needs of individuals.

· Teachers use a range of access strategies that will help children overcome barriers to learning eg use of models and images, story maps, action rhymes.

· Tasks are clearly explained or modelled – success criteria are clear as are outcomes.

· Organisation of the classroom environment is conducive for learning eg background noise is avoided; light source is in front of the teacher.

· Use of differentiated learning walls to support learning and teaching.

· High Quality Phonic Work in differentiated groups

· ‘Pupils given time or support, before responses are required.

· New or difficult vocabulary is clarified, written up, displayed and referred to.

· Pupils are provided with relevant and accessible resources eg. Word lists, number lines, Use of Individual Teaching Plans

· Dictionaries, spell checkers.

· Alternatives to written recording are used including mind mapping 

· Uses of ICT as an access strategy, IWBs have cream background, voice recorders (books and pegs), and laptop use.

· KIRF – Key Instant Recall Facts for maths (NYCC)

· Used in oral and mental starters.

· A range of strategies used to support the dyslexic pupil: cream /coloured paper for photocopying/ class seating plan/ short instructions/thinking time/ classroom resources and organisation  ref: Dyslexia Handbook – NYCC

· Consideration of the use of peers to maximise opportunities for learning eg Talk Partners

· Use of procedural facilitators eg writing frames accompanied by higher order questioning and teacher dialogue to extend learning 


	· Short term/time related small group intervention

· Targeted use of PNS literacy and numeracy wave 2 group interventions e.g. ELS

· Springboard materials targeted to different pupils according to need, linked to current class unit of work: Max’s Marvellous Maths

· Guided reading/writing/phonic/talk/maths increasingly  personalised- all small groups and differentiated

· In class support from additional adults.

· Opportunities for pre-teaching in preparation for whole class sessions including difficult and new vocabulary.

· Long term small group and individual interventions

· Shared/Paired Reading 1:1

· Reading Intervention- NYCC

· Read, Write Inc Intervention

· Toe to Toe programme

· Individual sessions with visiting specialist for SALT, EMS support and advice for SpLD from Graham School and support from Springhead School for PMLD 
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
