	Enquiry Question: How powerful was the civilisation of Benin?

Pupils explore the rich culture, power and legacy of the Kingdom of Benin from the 12th century onwards. Using artefacts, oral histories, and written accounts, they investigate African history beyond Europe, focusing on the significance of the Benin Bronzes, the Eweka dynasty, and encounters with Europeans. Comparative work with Tudor Britain helps develop chronological and interpretive understanding.
	Enquiry Question: How did WW2 impact people?

This unit examines World War Two as a key event in modern British and world history. Pupils investigate the causes and consequences of the war, the Blitz, evacuation, and the changing roles of women and children. They analyse a range of sources and consider the global nature of the war and its long-lasting effects on society, including technological and social change.
	Enquiry Question: How did the Romans change Britain?

Pupils study the Roman invasion of Britain and its lasting legacy. They explore how Britain changed under Roman rule, including developments in infrastructure, governance, culture and daily life. Emphasis is placed on evaluating the reliability of sources, understanding continuity and change, and assessing the impact of Roman rule on Celtic societies.
