This includes skills and techniques such as using maps and graphicacy, critical thinking and argumentation, geographical enquiry and both qualitative and quantitative fieldwork methods.  
 
Knowing how to make use of geography. 
This is the application of geographical knowledge and understanding to everyday experiences and real-world issues.
