	Knowledge of how geographical knowledge is formed, debated and contested.

Knowing how geographers think.
Students need to know the key geographical concepts and conceptual frameworks that help us to make sense of the world and generate new geographical ideas.

Knowing how geographers work and find out.
Students need to know about working ‘like a geographer’ as well as developing their own capabilities through practice. This includes skills and techniques such as using maps and graphicacy, critical thinking and argumentation, geographical enquiry and both qualitative and quantitative fieldwork methods. 

Knowing how to make use of geography.
This is the application of geographical knowledge and understanding to everyday experiences and real-world issues.
