To understand
how the Shang used trade to facilitate
economic development. Gain a
perspective about the hierarchy of the
Shang dynasty and its significance.

Lesson objective: To understand how Baghdad
society was structured.

Understand that Baghdad was designed from
scratch and a round city. How would they design
a city? What would you need to include in it?
What external factors do you need to consider?
What natural resources do you need?
