	Outcomes
	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Roll, flatten, and smooth clay, making a variety of surface marks.
· Create a basic pinch pot and use score-and-slip to join clay pieces.
· Make a smooth clay tile and add joined shapes or impressed patterns.
· Design and build a clay house tile with recognisable features using both surface impressions and added shapes.

	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Describe lines using appropriate language and literacy.
· Use string and chalk with control to draw lines.
· Explore mark-making techniques in response to music.
· Colour neatly using a variety of media and colours.
· Apply different marks effectively in a drawing.
· Create observational drawings using varied lines and marks
	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Sort map images into groups and explain their choices.
· Draw a map of their journey to school, including key landmarks and varied mark-making.
· Follow instructions to make felt that holds together and resembles their map.
· Decide how to place ‘jigsaw’ pieces to form an abstract composition.
· Select which map details to include in a stained glass design.
· Cut cellophane shapes carefully and arrange them into a pleasing composition.
· Design prints using simple lines and shapes, making improvements during the process.
· Follow steps to create and print from a polystyrene tile.
· Choose a favourite artwork and justify their choice.
· Annotate their chosen artwork with relevant evaluation points.
· Actively contribute to decisions about displaying artwork in the class gallery.
	Pupils who are secure will be able to:

· Name the primary colours.
· Explore coloured materials to mix secondary colours.
· Mix primary colours to make secondary colours.
· Apply paint consistently to their printing materials to achieve a print.
· Use a range of colours when printing.
· Mix five different shades of a secondary colour.
· Decorate their hands using a variety of patterns.
· Mix secondary colours with confidence to paint a plate.
· Describe their finished plates.
