	Outcomes
	Pupils who are secure will be able to:

· Recognise the importance of Ancient Egyptian art.
·  Consider suitable surfaces for drawing.
· Record colours, patterns, and shapes through observation.
· Confidently choose and use tools and materials.
· Experiment with drawing techniques.
· Create sketches to explore ideas.
· Produce a final design with a clear purpose.
· Follow instructions with little support.
· Discuss and evaluate their work.
· Complete a painted or drawn piece from a design.
· Use colours and materials effectively in composition.
· Develop a clear idea for their zine, including images and information.

	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Share their ideas about a painting.
· Describe the difference between a tint and a shade.
· Mix tints and shades by adding black or white paint.
· Discuss their real-life experiences of how colours can appear different.
· Use tints and shades to paint an object in 3D.
· Try different arrangements of objects for a composition, explaining their decisions.
· Produce a clear sketch that reflects the arrangement of their objects.
· Create a final painting that shows an understanding of how colour can be used to show light and dark, and therefore show three dimensions.
· Paint with care and control to make a still life with recognisable objects.

	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Create different pencil tones to show simple 3D effects.
· Experiment with pencil grip and pressure.
· Use charcoal and eraser to show light and dark areas.
· Notice and draw objects’ relative sizes.
· Use scissors carefully to cut out images.
· Arrange cut images to plan composition.
· Use tools to make marks and patterns on painted surfaces.
· Show contrast by varying mark density.
· Produce a detailed final drawing with contrast and pattern.
· Collaborate on joint artwork, trying different methods.
	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Experiment with new drawing methods and take creative risks.
· Use simple shapes to create and describe basic 3D drawings.
· Design a shape suitable for soap carving.
· Transfer drawings into soap carvings.
· Choose tools thoughtfully.
· Bend wire following a template, adding details for strength and look.
· Create shadow sculptures inspired by Sokari Douglas Camp.
· Consider different ways to display sculptures in photos.
· Explore joining materials to make 3D works, planning material placement.
· Explain how El Anatsui’s work has influenced their art.


	Key Knowledge 






	Formal elements:
· Pattern: Pattern can be man-made (like a printed wallpaper) or natural (like a giraffe’s skin).
  
Knowledge of artists:
· Art from the past can give us clues about what it was like to live at that time.
· The meanings we take from art made in the past are influenced by our own ideas.
· Artists have different materials available to them depending on when they live in history.
· Artists can make their own tools.
· Artists can work in more than one medium.
 
Evaluating and analysing:
· Art can be purely decorative or it can have a purpose.
· People use art to tell stories and communicate.
· People can make art to express their views or beliefs.

	Formal elements:
· Colour: Adding black to a colour creates a shade.
· Colour: Adding white to a colour creates a tint.
· Form: Using lighter and darker tints and shades of a colour can create a 3D effect.
· Tone: Using lighter and darker tints and shades of a colour can create a 3D effect.
· Tone: Tone can be used to create contrast in an artwork.
 
Evaluating and analysing:
· Artists make choices about what, how and where they create art.
· Artworks can fit more than one genre.
· Art is influenced by the time and place it was made, and this affects how people interpret it.
· Artists may hide messages or meaning in their work.

	Formal elements:
· Shape: How to use basic shapes to form more complex shapes and patterns.
· Line: Lines can be lighter or darker, or thicker or thinner and that this can add expression or movement to a drawing.
· Pattern: Patterns can be irregular and change in ways you wouldn’t expect.
  
Knowledge of artists:
· Artists choose what to include in a composition, considering both what looks good together and any message they want to communicate.
 
Evaluating and analysing:
· Artists evaluate what they make, and talking about art is one way to do this.

	Formal elements:
· Form: Simple 3D forms can be made by creating layers, by folding and rolling materials.
  
Knowledge of artists:
· Art can communicate powerful statements about right and wrong.
· Artists can choose particular materials to communicate a message.
 
Evaluating and analysing:
· Artists make choices about what, how and where they create art.
· Art can be all different sizes.
· Art can be displayed inside or outside.
· Art is interpreted differently depending on how it is displayed.
· Artists make work to explore right and wrong and to communicate their own beliefs.
· Art is influenced by the time and place it was made, and this affects how people interpret it.
· Artists may hide messages or meaning in their work.
