	Outcomes
	Pupils who are secure will be able to:

· Discuss their collage ideas and try different material arrangements, including overlapping.
· Give and respond to feedback about their own and others’ work.
· Suggest ways to develop their collages.

· Roll and securely attach paper tubes to a base.
· Make creative choices about arrangement and colour in their sculpture.
· Shape and glue paper strips in varied ways, including overlapping for interest.
· Use multiple paper-shaping techniques in a sculpture.
· Collaborate effectively and sustain effort.
· Paint with good technique and coverage.

	Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Express opinions about what counts as art.
· Listen carefully to artists describing their work.
· Recall and discuss their own creative experiences.
· Choose, measure, and join wool independently.
· Adapt techniques when needed and select materials thoughtfully.
· Show resilience when facing challenges.
· Identify key features in Cecilia Vicuña’s work.
· Weave paper with mostly accurate patterns and securely attach materials.
· Reflect on their weaving and compare it to an artist’s work.
· Discuss their creative choices and what they like about their work.
