• Select appropriate grammar and vocabulary, 

understanding how such choices can change and 

enhance meaning. 

• Use adverbs, preposition phrases and expanded 

noun phrases effectively to add detail, 

qualification and precision.

etymology) both to read aloud and to 

understand the meaning of new words that 

they meet. 

• Continue to read and discuss an 

increasingly wide range of fiction, non-

fiction, poetry, plays and reference books.  

• Make comparisons within and across 

books.

Our maths focus for this term will be … 

 

Place value to… 

• Read, write, order and compare numbers up 

to 10,000,000 and determine the value of 

each digit. 

• Round any whole number to a required 

degree of accuracy. 

• Use negative numbers in context, and 

calculate intervals across zero. 

• Solve number and practical problems that 

involve all of the above. 

Addition and subtraction to… 

• Add and subtract whole number with 

more than 4 digits. 

• Multiply up to 4-digit numbers by a two-

digit number. 

•  Understand and apply methods for 

short and long division. 

• Use knowledge of prime, squared and 

cubed numbers to reason.
