This way, the meaning of 

unfamiliar words can be discussed, and vocabulary extended. Questions posed, arising from 

the text, is also an excellent way to develop children’s understanding of what they have read.

Maths 
Our maths focus for this term will be … 

• multiply and divide numbers mentally 

drawing upon known facts.  

 

• multiply and divide whole numbers and 

those involving decimals by 10, 100 and 

1000 

  

• identify multiples and factors, including 

finding all factor pairs of a number. 

 

• know and use the vocabulary of prime 

numbers, prime factors, and composite 

(nonprime) numbers: establish whether 

a number up to 100 is prime and recall 

prime numbers up to 19 recognise and 

use square numbers and cube numbers. 
 

• equivalent and improper fractions 
 

• adding and subtracting fractions 
 

• multiplying 2-, 3- and 4-digit numbers by 

1- and 2-digit numbers
