Hearing your child read at home is 

extremely important. Can you also try 

and listen to your child read at least 

three times a week. This will really help 

your child with their fluency, pace, and 

confidence. Remember asking questions 
will check whether they understand 

what they are reading. Daily reading 
makes a huge difference to progress!

• Solving addition and subtraction 
calculations 

• Counting backwards from any number 
between 0-100 

• Counting in multiples of 2s,5s,10’s 

• Saying all the doubles of numbers 1-10 
(Double 7 is 14)
